It is now easy for the average homeowner to produce renewable energy, sell it to
the government and buy it back at a lower rate. A solar PV system, installed on a
suitable roof, costs about $30,000, and pays for itself within 11 years, on a
contract guaranteed by the province. A Geothermal ground loop heat pump
heats in the winter and cools in the summer for around $35,000 in a system that
can last lifetimes. These systems will not only keep you cool but will prove to be
an amazing investment.
